World set to ring in another pandemic Christmas

Omicron’s rise has heralded another pandemic-tinged Christmas for billions, with Santa’s arrival and longed-for family
reunions overshadowed by the prospect of yet more Covid restrictions.

ESTIVE jokes about rein-
Fdeer having “herd immu-

nity” and millions isolating
“Home Alone” may be wearing
thin, but the emergence of the
ultra-infectious Omicron variant
means the pandemic isn’t going
anywhere.

For a second straight year,
surging infections have compli-
cated yuletide plans from Sydney
to Seville.

In Bethlehem — the city
Christians believe was Jesus’
birthplace — hoteliers expecting
an influx of tourists have been
disappointed. After a near-total
pandemic lockdown last year; Is-
rael’s borders are again closed.

This year, like last, midnight
mass in the city on Christmas Eve
will be reserved for a small circle
of people by invitation only.

In Europe, governments are
reimposing misery-inducing safe-
ty measures that are draining the
fun from Christmas for many.

Most Australians are allowed
to travel interstate over the fes-
tive break for the first time in
two years, bringing a touch of
Christmas sparkle even as case
numbers hit record highs.

“We've all witnessed the mov-
ing scenes of people at airports
after months of separation,” Syd-
ney’s Catholic Archbishop Antho-
ny Fisher said in his Christmas
message.

Millions of Americans are

In one sign of people’s dark-
ened mood, one of the most pop-
ular shows on Netflix in the run-
up to Christmas has been “The
Unforgivable”, a less-than-festive
tale of a murderer released from
prison and struggling to win re-
demption.

Books on identity and slavery
topped the New York Times best-
sellers and a profanity-laden rant
about a bad break-up led the Spo-
tify charts — beating even Mariah
Carey’s perennial Christmas hit
“All I Want for Christmas Is You”.

In Britain, Rage Against The
Machine’s distortion-laden “Kill-
ing In The Name” was voted the
country’s favourite Christmas

Number One of all time.

But angst borne from a seem-
ingly interminable crisis, long
testing queues, cancelled flights
and close contact notifications
will not prevent Santa from doing
his rounds.

The hirsute spreader of hol-
iday cheer has reportedly been
cleared for travel in Canada’s
airspace after showing proof of
vaccination and a pre-flight nega-
tive Covid test, Ottawa’s transport
minister said.

Santa’s flight crew — includ-
ing reindeer Rudolph, whose
“nose shone red and bright (but)
made sure he had no Covid-19
symptoms before taking off” —
have also been given the all clear.

COVAX targets 70% COVID-19 immunization coverage by mid-2022

COVID-19 Vaccines: COVAX was envisioned to be the world's primary distributor of COVID-19 vaccines, with IAVG
serving as an independent referee for needs-based allocations.

MID possible need for
variant-specific vaccines,
hanges to vaccination

policies, country preference for
some products over others, the
programmatic complexity of man-
aging multiple products, and the
need for better intelligence on
country-level planning and exe-
cution, COVAX on Thursday set
a target to achieve 70 per cent
COVID-19 immunization cover-
age by mid-2022.

The Independent Allocation
of Vaccines Group (IAVG) of CO-
VAX has issued a set of recom-
mendations to make the alloca-
tion of COVID-19 vaccines more
equitable and more effective, read
the statement of IAVG.

The group was established a
year ago, to validate and assess
vaccine allocations recommended
by the World Health Organization
(WHO) and Gavi’s Joint Allocation
Taskforce (JAT) of COVAX. Since
then, much has changed.

COVAX was envisioned to be
the world’s primary distributor of

COVID-19 vaccines, with IAVG
serving as an independent referee
for needs-based allocations.

But rich nations largely side-
stepped COVAX, hoarding doses
for their own populations and cut-
ting deals directly with low- and
middle-income countries. This
has made subsequent allocation
decisions even more challenging,

Moreover, IAVG is concerned
that the primary priority use of
available vaccines is not consist-
ent with the goals outlined in the
Strategy to Achieve Global COV-
ID-19 Vaccination by Mid-2022 in
October 2021.

The group also noted that
it has validated the allocation of
only 730 million of the estimated 8
billion doses of vaccine that have
been administered globally, which
is less than 10 per cent.

The IAVG is therefore calling
for the achievement of 70 per cent
coverage with COVID-19 vaccines
in all countries as a global im-
perative.

As the overall vaccine supply

to COVAX is anticipated to contin-
ue to grow substantially next year,
COVAX will have a greater oppor-
tunity to contribute to achieving
this goal, read the statement.

Manufacturers, vaccine-pro-
ducing and high-coverage coun-
tries must prioritize vaccine eq-
uity and transparency, including
the sharing of information about
manufacturing capacity and sup-
ply schedules with COVAX as well
as vaccine access plans.

All countries to work with CO-
VAX with considerable urgency to
optimize the strategic use of the
growing vaccine supply.

This means that high-cover-
age countries will need to estab-
lish complementary, “dual-track”
approaches that consider both
domestic and international goals,
read the statement.

It also stressed on greater
attention to who is being immu-
nized and equity as the overar-
ching principle, and priority in
all countries to ensure that the
primary series is offered first and

foremost to all adults and adoles-
cents, in the step-wise manner
recommended by the WHO, as
these populations still require
primary immunization.

However, as more is known
about the required vaccination re-
sponse in the face of Omicron, the
need for booster doses and need
to immunize children, the COVAX
vaccine allocation decisions must
consider these recommendations,
added the statement.

The rapid emergence of
the Omicron variant is a stark
reminder of the ongoing threat
posed by the evolution of the COV-
ID-19 pandemic and reinforces
the critical need to achieve high
levels of immunization coverage
in all countries, including in highly
vulnerable populations, in a time-
ly manner.

Given the global health and
epidemiologic consequences of
failing to immunize vulnerable
populations, including those in
humanitarian settings, the IAVG
recommends that COVAX contin-

ue to work with all manufacturers
and countries to immediately in-
crease the availability and uptake
of vaccines in these populations.

All countries to have a steady,
predictable supply of COVID-19
vaccines, which meet the unique
needs of each country. Attention
must be paid to addressing pro-
hibitive absorptive challenges in

countries that request support.
This may include support for vac-
cine storage, distribution, admin-
istration and/or record-keeping,
which may in part be due to com-
peting health and immunization
crises, said the statement.

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Suspects of robbery case on Insein overpass arrested

ON 19 December, U Hnin Ngwe,
owner of Kyon Sin jewellery shop
opened in the Insein market of
Zaygon Ward in Insein Township,
returned to his house together
with his wife Daw Thuzar Aye and
son Maung Maung Thet Khaing
from his shop. When they arrived
in the middle of the Insein over-
pass, a white car Probox YGN-
5F/7939 blocked their way and
robbed two handbags containing
four visses and 50 ticals of gold
worth of (K720 million) and ran
away.

The police investigated to
arrest the suspects, and on the
evening of 22 December, they
seized the Probox car and one
homemade bomb on that car at
Arkar Kyaw car workshop near
Danyingon railway station in In-
sein township.

When they inspected the
owner of the car, they arrested
Thant Zin Oo (aka) Wa Toke and
Aye Aye Han (aka) Thei Thei at
No 913 in No 42 Ward of Dagon

Myothi (North) in the evening
together with K1,140,000, 165 gold
rings, 14 pairs of gold earrings,
four necklaces, two hand chains,
46 gold chains and 15 bracelets.
According to the confession
of Thant Zin Oo (aka) Wa Toke,
the police arrested Baw Ga with
K900,000, 97 gold rings, 14 pairs of
earrings, 40 gold necklases, eight
hand chains, 20 gold chains and
eight bracelets at Mudita Hous-
ing (2) in Ywama (West) Ward of
Insein Township in the evening
while Than Myint Soe (aka) Soe
Lay, Thin Thin Wai and Khine
Hnin Wai at Thawka Street in
North Okkalapa Township togeth-
er with K13.5 million, 20 rings,
two hand chains, one gold chain,
four pairs of earrings, two gold
buttons and one Probox taxi.
According to the words of
Than Myint Soe (aka) Soe Lay,
the police arrested Hein Zaw Tun
(aka) Ko Hein at Kyat Chan Kwin
(1) Ward in Mayangon Township
at night and Sithu Phyo (aka)

Sithu Htwe in Thamine Myothit
Ward on the morning of 23 De-
cember together with K900,000,
30 pairs of earrings and one ring.

Based on the confession of
Hein Zaw Tun (aka) Ko Hein, the
police arrested Zin Nyein Aung
(aka) Zin Ko Win and Moe Zin
Oo (aka) Myo Min Oo in Baho
Street in No 2 Ward of Mayan-
gon Township together with 25
pairs of earrings, one gold ring
and 5,450 WY tablets at noon on
23 December.

In this case, the police arrest-
ed 10 suspects— 7 males and 3 fe-
males together with K16,440,000,
284 rings, 87 pairs of earrings,
44 necklaces, 12 hand chains, 67
chains, 23 bracelets, two gold but-
tons, 5,450 WY tablets and two
taxies.

The suspects admitted that

December, the suspects robbed
the gold shop according to the
fixed procedures. The suspects
shared the robbed materials. The
suspect Baw Ga kept K4 million
at Thant Zin Oo (aka) Wa Toke
and used the remaining amount.
Than Myint Soe (aka) Soe Lay
sold some gold materials at K16
million. Sithu Phyo (aka) Sithu
Htwe gave some gold to Hein
Zaw Tun (aka) Ko Hein and Zin
Nyein Aung (aka) Zin Ko Win to
boil them.

The suspects committed rob-
bery taking chances on the do-
ings of PDF terrorist groups that
intentionally conducted bomb
attacks to threaten the public,
killed innocent people, destroyed
CCTVs and Control Box. The sus-
pects robbed the gold after using
drugs. Therefore, the people can
report to the security forces re-
garding the activities of PDF and
those who give information will be
awarded covertly,.

Passenger plane shot by KNPP members, PDF

Livestock sector struggling with high input cost

MYANMAR livestock sector
is burdened with high input
costs, including feedstuff cost
and transport charges, the My-
anmar Livestock Federation
(MLF) stated.

Additionally, they are facing
another problem owing to unfair
trade practices with illegally im-
ported frozen meat. The depre-
ciation of Kyat on the US dollar
is also another contributing fac-
tor to a price rise as feedstuff
and fuel oil are imported.

The economic impacts
caused by the COVID-19 con-
sequences led to the drop in
production of layer poultry and
broiler chicken this year.

The prices of poultry meat
and egg dramatically jumped in
July 2021 as the demand grew

cases spiking in the country. After the concerted efforts of the stakeholders in the industry to govern the

volatile price, the price fell.

the volatile price, the price fell.

Atpresent, the breeders are

worried about the price drop. If
the price is in the bear market,

the breeders will not even cover
the production cost, breeders
stressed.

Livestock and poultry pro-

duction in Myanmar has been
growing 10-15 per cent annually.
Most breeders are using tradi-
tional methods and some have
shifted to modern methods.
Moreover, integrated poultry
and fish farming is widely seen
in Myanmar.

Furthermore, the local pro-
ducers are also facing pressure
from foreign investors enter-
ing the sector. Local poultry
breeding is mostly carried out
on a small scale by farmers, but
now investments from China,
Thailand and India have en-
tered the sector. That is why
local breeders need to shift to
modern breeding methods and
increase the production rate to
keep up with the foreign inves-
tors. — KK/GNLM

Green gram Shwe
Wah variety flooding
Mandalay market

The green grams from Monywa, Shwebo, Myaung and Myinmu
townships enter the Mandalay market. The newly harvested green
grams are commercially valued due to their high quality.

GREEN gram (Shwe Wah) va-
riety is found in abundant sup-
ply these days in the Mandalay
market, Mandalay bean traders
said.

The green grams from
Monywa, Shwebo, Myaung and
Myinmu townships enter the
Mandalay market. The newly
harvested green grams are
commercially valued due to
their high quality. Last year, the
price of green grams stood at
only K100,000 per three-basket
bag, whereas it touches a high
of K120,000 per bag at present.

“The yield rate is regular
this year. The green grams pro-
duced in Yangon Region will
also get to the Mandalay market
soon. Mandalay is the central
market for green grams. Chi-

nese buyers come to purchase
in Mandalay every day as some
Sino-Myanmar border posts re-
sume operations. Additionally,
the use of Yuan or Kyat in the
bilateral transaction is official-
ly allowed in the border areas
between Myanmar and China
in a bid to encourage trade. We
expect a brisk market in future,”
said Soe Win Myint beans and
pulses warehouse owner.

The prices of beans in the
Mandalay market are estimat-
ed at K145,000 per three-basket
bag for Japanese white sesa-
me, K135,000 for white sesa-
me, K195,000 for black sesame,
K145,000 for black-eyed peas
and K2,950 per viss for peanut.

Post-monsoon cotton gets better
prices this year in Yamethin

THE local farmers from Yame-
thin township, Mandalay re-
gion grew the post-monsoon
cotton and are earning better
prices this year than last year,
said U Than Win, the deputy
head of Yamethin Township
Agriculture Department.
More than 30,000 acres
of cotton were cultivated in
Yamethin township in July and
August. These kinds of cotton
are being harvested in No-
vember and December. Each
acre of cotton plant produced
about 460 visses. Last year,
the price of harvested cotton

was only K1,400 per viss. But
this year, the cotton price are
ranging between K1,500-K1,600
per viss.

“The cotton cultivation is
mainly for clothing. When the
cotton is ground, it can pro-
duce cotton wool. We can sell
them at the domestic factories.
Some factories bought cotton
wool. Then, those are sold to
China under the companies’
arrangement. There are some
domestic textile factories. Cot-
ton is mainly planted to meet
the domestic demand for facto-
ries. This year, the local grow-

ers are making a handsome
profit by growing them,” he
clarified.

More than 30,000 acres of
post-monsoon cotton are cul-
tivated and sold by over 10,000
farmers in Yemethin township.
The price of kinds of cotton has
also increased this year than
last year. Most of the people are
growing model long-staple cot-
ton species such as Shwetaung
8, Shwetaung 10 and Ngweche
9. But, they primarily cultivate
Shwetaung 10 cotton species.

CBM sells US$15 min for sixth time this month

THE Central Bank of Myan-
mar (CBM) sold US$15 million
at an auction market rate this
month on 23 December for the
sixth time, according to figures
released from the CBM.

The bank sold $15 million at
an auction market rate of K1,778
per dollar, it is learnt.

The CBM reportedly sold
$15 million on 3, 15, 17 and 22
December and $13 million on
9 December, bringing the total
number of sales to $88 million
during December.

Currently, the dollar ex-
change rate against Myanmar
kyat stood at around K1,900 per
dollar in the domestic US ex-
change market, according to
the currency exchange coun-
ters.

Consequently, the CBM is
conducting an auction for for-
eign exchange to reduce the
sudden fluctuation of foreign
exchange rates.

Besides, the Central Bank
of Myanmar (CBM) issued the
instruction on 9 November that
the foreign exchange transi-
tions must be carried out within
+ 0.5 per cent of the reference
rate established by the CBM.

The dollar exchange rate
against Myanmar kyat stood at
around K1,330 per dollar at the
end-January. Then, the dollar’s
value reached the highest of
over K3,000 per dollar in history
last September-end.

The local foreign exchange
market’s data in 2021, the high-
est and the lowest exchange

rate is currently fixed around
K1,327-1,345 in January, K1,335-
1,465 in February, K1,420-1,550
in March, K1,550-1,610 in April,
K1,585-1,730 in May, K1,595-
1,620 in June, K1,626-1,670 in
July, 1,660-1,682 in August,
K1,696-3,200 in September,
K1,850-1990 in October and
K1,773-1,880 in November.

In 2020, the exchange rate
moved in the range of K1,465-
1,493 in January, K1,436-1,465
in February, K1,320-1,445 in
March, K1,395-1,440 in April,
K1,406-1,426 in May, K1,385-1,412
in June, K1,367-1,410 in July,
K1,335-1,390 in August, K1,310-
1,355 in September; K1,282-1,315
in October, K1,303-1,330 in No-
vember and K1,324-1,403 in De-
cember. — NN/GNLM
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Asia markets climb as Covid fears recede

ASIAN markets rose in
thin trade on Friday, ex-
tending their rally as fears
over the Omicron corona-
virus variant faded and
further positive econom-
ic data from the United
States cheered investors.

Studies indicating
Omicron infections are
less likely to result in hos-
pitalization and US approv-
al of drugs from Merck and
Pfizer to add to a growing
arsenal of weapons against
Covid have increased con-
fidence that the pandemic
will have less impact on
the economy.

“Omicron is looking
more like a short-term
disruption to the eco-
nomic outlook and not a
destructive headwind that
knocks the economy off its
course,” said OANDA’s Ed-
ward Moya.

On Wall Street, the
S&P 500 ended the last
session before the holiday
weekend at a fresh record
following a raft of mostly
decent US economic data.

Nissan, Mitsubishi halt minivehicle shipments
on airbag issues

NISSAN Motor Co. and
Mitsubishi Motors Corp.
said Friday they had
stopped production and
shipment of some of their
minivehicles since earlier

in the month after finding
potential problems with
the airbags installed in
several models.

Nissan said that col-
lision tests conducted on

its Nissan Roox model
showed that the airbags
might not function prop-
erly under certain condi-
tions. Mitsubishi said in a
separate statement that
similar issues were found
in its eK space and eK X
space models.

The automakers did
not elaborate on what con-
ditions would lead to the
airbags not functioning
properly.

However, both compa-
nies said there are no safe-
ty concerns when vehicles
are driven regularly and
that airbags will function

when they collide.

Nissan and Mitsubi-
shi Motors said they had
suspended the production,
shipping and sales of the
three minivehicle models
since Dec. 3 tolook into the
matter without revealing
the timeline for a resump-
tion.

The three models
have been produced under
a joint venture between
the two companies. The
models were developed
by Nissan and produced
at Mitsubishi’s factory
in Okayama Prefecture,
western Japan.— Kyodo ™

Ryanair doubles annual loss forecast on Omicron

LOW-COST airline Ry-
anair said Wednesday
that the Omicron coro-
navirus variant would
have a strong impact on
its financial performance
as it more than doubled
the forecast for its annual
loss and cut back flights.

The Irish airline now

expects aloss of between
250 to 450 million euros
($283-510 million) in its
financial year that runs
through March 2022, up
from an earlier forecast
of 100 to 200 million eu-
ros.

Ryanair said in a
statement that “the Omi-

cron Covid variant and
recent government trav-
el restrictions across Eu-
rope have notably weak-
ened close-in Christmas
and New Year bookings”.

It added that “this
sudden downturn has
also caused Ryanair this
week to cut its planned

January schedule capac-
ity by 33 per cent.”

A growing number
of European nations are
tightening travel restric-
tions and several are re-
imposing restrictions on
gatherings as the num-
ber of Covid-19 infections
is rapidly rising.— AFP

Belgium will close all nuclear reactors by 2025

Progressively phasing out nuclear power has been enshrined in Belgian law since 2003.

BELGIUM will shut down all
seven of its nuclear reactors by
2025 but will not close the door on
new-generation nuclear technol-
ogy, according to a deal reached
Thursday by the coalition gov-
ernment.

A government source told
AFP the all-night negotiations
included an agreement of “in-
vestments of around 100 million
euros ($1.1 million) on small
modular reactors”.

A press conference is due
to take place at the prime minis-
ter’s office headquarters at 1000
GMT to present the details.

Progressively phasing out
nuclear power has been en-
shrined in Belgian law since
2003. The final date is 2025, a
target the current government
committed to meet when it took

office in October 2020.

But the issue has divided the
governing seven-party coalition
of greens, socialists and Prime
Minister Alexander De Croo’s
liberals. The French-speaking
liberal MR party argued against
completely abandoning nuclear
power, the strategy proposed by
Flemish green Energy Minister
Tinne Van der Straeten.

They said some of Belgium’s
current nuclear capacity should
be retained as new gas-fired
power stations planned to se-
cure energy supplies were too
polluting.

Belgian broadcaster RTBF
reported that a ministerial meet-
ing agreed to invest in “renewa-
ble and carbon-neutral energies”
-- including new-generation nu-
clear power—AFP N

Moscow court considers shutting down
Memorial rights centre

A Moscow court on Thursday
heard a case against a leading
rights group Memorial that could
shut down the veteran organiza-
tion, closing off a year marked
by a major crackdown on civil
society.

Memorial’s Human Rights
Centre, which campaigns for po-
litical prisoners and other disad-
vantaged groups, is accused of
violating Russia’s law on “for-
eign agents” and of justifying
terrorism.

As the first hearing in the
case kicked off Thursday, around
three dozen supporters gathered
outside the Moscow courthouse
in freezing temperatures.

Observers were not allowed
inside, which judge Mikhail Ka-
zakov said was “to create safe
conditions for the participants
of the process”.

Next week, Russia’s Su-
preme Court will rule on the

liquidation of the group’s main
wing, Memorial International,
as Russians prepare to start a
10-day state holiday.

The court cases bookend a
year when authorities launched
an unprecedented crackdown on

and banning his organizations.
The move against Memorial
has led to a major outcry inside
Russia and from the West, with
which tensions have been rising
over ex-Soviet Ukraine —AFPH

US drops in-person interviews for H-1B, L-1

Amid growing concerns of COVID-19 surge, the US on Thursday (local
time) is temporarily dropping an in-person interview requirement for
some work-visa categories - H-1B, L-1and O-1.

The State Department is temporarily dropping an in-person
interview requirement for some work-visa categories in 2022 to ease
visaissuances, as the COVID-19 pandemic stretches into the third year,
the department announced. Applicants for H-1B, L-1 and O-1 visas
applying from abroad won't be required to do an in-person interview
ataUS consulate, typically the final step before a visaisissued. Those
categories represent the most common visa types companies use to
attract high-skilled talent from abroad. —ANI M

37 dead in Bangladesh as packed ferry
catches fire: Police

AT least 37 people died when an
overcrowded night ferry caught
fire in Bangladesh on Friday,
police said, as terrified passen-
gers leaped overboard to escape
the blaze.

The latest maritime tragedy
to hit the impoverished low-ly-
ing nation happened in the early
hours in a river near Jhalokathi,
250 kilometres (160 miles) south

of Dhaka.

“We have recovered 37
bodies. The death toll may rise.
Most died from the fire and a few
by drowning after many people
jumped into the river,” local po-
lice chief Moinul Islam told AFP.

The blaze was believed to
have originated in the engine
room and ripped through the
ferry, Islam said. Despite having

an official capacity of 310 the
vessel was carrying at least 500
people, many of who were re-
turning home from the capital.

“We have sent some 100
people with burn injuries to
hospitals in Barisal,” he said.

Witnesses said the fire orig-
inated at around 3:00 am (2100
GMT) and quickly spread.—
AFPH

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Japan’s defence budget for
2022 hits record for 8% year

THE Cabinet of Japanese
Prime Minister Fumio Kishi-
da approved Friday a defence
budget of 5.40 trillion yen ($47
billion) for fiscal 2022, setting a
record high for the eighth con-
secutive year, to advance the
development of new technolo-
gies in the face of a militarily
expanding China.

The draft budget, including
outlays for hosting US military
bases, rose 1.1 per cent from
the current fiscal year ending
in March as Japan ramps up its
defence capabilities also against
North Korea’s nuclear and mis-
sile threat.

The increase for a 10th year
in arow is largely attributable to
a sharprise in research and de-
velopment spending, for which
the Defence Ministry has ear-
marked 291.10 billion yen, up
79.60 billion yen, or 37.6 per cent,
from a year earlier.

The ministry will invest in
game-changing technologies,
such as crewless planes using
artificial intelligence that fly
in teams with next-generation
fighter jets.

“As the security environ-
ment surrounding Japan has
been changing at an unprece-
dented speed and becoming in-
creasingly severe, it is an urgent
task for Japan to strengthen its
necessary defense capabilities,”
Defence Minister Nobuo Kishi
said at a press conference.

The ministry has allocated
85.80 billion yen for the devel-
opment of new fighter jets to
replace the Air-Self Defence
Force’s aging F-2s. For this goal,
Japan will work together with

Britain on a new jet engine.

It has also decided to spend
39.30 billion yen for standoff mis-
siles to be launched from ships,
aircraft and land.

Such missiles are capa-
ble of attacking vessels from
outside their firing range and
are likely to fly 900 kilometres,
with officials saying that they
are aimed at deterring China’s
naval activities around Jap-
anese islands while keeping
Self-Defence Forces personnel
safe.—Kyodo

Trump asks Supreme Court to block release

FORMER US president Donald Trump asked the Supreme Court on
Thursday to block the release of White House records to a congres-
sional committee investigating the 6 January assault on the Capitol
by his supporters.

Trump asked the nation's highest court to stay a ruling this
month by a federal appeals court which rejected his attempt to keep
the documents and records secret.

Trump, who has been accused of fomenting the assault on Con-
gress, is seeking to exercise his privilege as a former president to keep
White House records and communications that might relate to the
attack under wraps.—AFPH

French fugitive captured in Indonesia after
storm damages yacht

A French fugitive convicted of a double murder was arrested after
20 years on the run when a storm damaged his yacht in waters off
Indonesia’s Sulawesi island, police said Thursday.

Thierry Ascione, 62, and another French national made an emer-
gency landing in the Talaud islands between the Philippines and
Indonesia on 3 October to seek help for repairing the boat.

Authorities nabbed them for violating immigration rules, said
local police chief Lendi Hutabarat.

“The navigation system (on the yacht) was damaged due tostrong
waves,” Hutabarat told AFP.

Ascione was hiding in the boat when the police questioned and
arrested his compatriot, who was found wandering around the island
trying to buy a SIM card.

The police later raided the boat and found Ascione without a
passport.—AFPH

Iraq pays final Kuwait
war reparations

IRAQ has paid its last war reparations to Kuwait more than 30
years since the invasion of the Gulf country by former autocrat
Saddam Hussein, officials said Thursday.

On 2 August 1990, Hussein ordered his army to invade Kuwait
and seize what he described as “Iraq’s 19" province”, before being
pushed back seven months later by a US-led coalition.

“Iraq has closed the file of the Kuwait war reparations, hav-
ing paid the last of its dues,” Mozher Saleh, the prime minister’s
economic advisor, was quoted as saying by the official Iraqi News
Agency. In total, Iraq has paid $52.4 billion in reparations, he said.

“This is not a small amount,” he added. “The sum would have
been enough to construct an electricity network that would have
served Iraq for many years.”

Despite being rich in hydrocarbons, Iraq’s electricity infra-
structure has suffered from years of negligence and successive

wars, facing regular power cuts.—AFP l

S. Korea grants pardon to former
President Park Geun Hye

THE South Korean govern-
ment said Friday that it will
grant a pardon to former Pres-
ident Park Geun Hye who is
serving a 22-year prison term
after being convicted of cor-
ruption and other charges.

Justice Minister Park
Beom Kye told reporters that
the amnesty will be given Fri-
day next week “as a way to
unite South Koreans”. The
former president is still pop-
ular among supporters of the
People Power Party, the main
opposition and conservative
party.

A spokeswoman of Presi-
dent Moon Jae In quoted the
president at a press briefing
saying, “We should proceed to
the new era and leave the pain
of the past era behind.”

Moon decided on the
pardon after considering the
69-year-old former president’s
deteriorating health that saw
her hospitalized recently.

The pardon is seen as an
effort by the government of
the ruling Democratic Party

of Korea to show a generous
attitude and gain public sup-
port ahead of the presidential
election next March, with the
spokeswoman adding another
quote from Moon, “Now is the
time to gather power for the fu-
ture rather than fighting over
the past.”

Park has been in prison
since March 2017 after being
impeached for abuse of power,

embezzlement and accepting
bribes from large conglom-
erates such as Samsung and
Lotte Group.

The justice minister said
that 3,094 prisoners including
Park will be granted a pardon.
But former President Lee
Myung Bak, who is also serv-
ing a prison term over bribery
and embezzlement, was not
included in the list.— Kyodo W

China plans for Beijing Olympic bubble with no holes or hugs
